Historical Background



Urban sprawl over the past two decades has had a significant impact on the once-traditional aboriginal and 

agrarian communities that continue to form the backbone of Chilliwack. Statistics Canada reports that we have 

experienced a 10.6% population increase from 2001 to 2006, double that of both British Columbia and Canada. In 

addition, our population tends to be mobile within the area; fewer than half of our residents stay in their homes for 

more than five years. Much of this growth and movement has involved young families: almost 30% of 

Chilliwackôs people are under 20 years of age. Though our employment rate is high, many of these young families 

live in poverty (Statistics Canada, 2007). As summarized by the Human Early Learning Project (2007): 

ñChilliwack is among the most vulnerable districts in the province with vulnerability increasing in all domains of 

development...ò In 2008, the EDI data continues to show Chilliwack students as highly vulnerable with the 

smallest proportion of vulnerability in the Language and Cognitive Development scale.

Context



This ongoing transition has impacted our schools and our communities in several ways: 

Áan increasing reliance by children upon schools and public agencies for learning is creating a need for 

strong, effective partnerships; 

Áour traditional aboriginal and agrarian communities are investigating ways to be inclusive without losing 

identity;

Áincreasing diversity in demographics is requiring greater differentiation of instruction and resources; 

Árapid population growth has brought an increased need to hire and develop staff members in all areas;

Áthe need for a resilient infrastructure to support communication, staff learning, and district operational 

systems has become critical. 

In January 2006, with the assistance of Dr. Victor Glickman, the district leadership team began to examine district 

and school data with the questions, ñAre we as a school system able to change our practices so that every child 

will be a successful graduate prepared for opportunities beyond graduation? How will we know if and when our 

strategies and structures are making a difference?ò We began to examine our districtôs use of student achievement 

information with an objective of developing more effective ways of collecting, analyzing and using data to inform 

instruction, policy, and decision-making. That process is now being collected and used through BCeSIS, with 

teachers entering student transition data into the ñnotesò area for information to be collected and passed to the next 

level of study.  

Context (Continued)



Recommendations from the External Team Response from the Chilliwack School District

1. Consider reducing the number of goals. 1. The District Plan now has only 2 goals.

2. Provide ongoing assistance to the School Planning Councils to 

ensure that all school goals are reflective of student achievement 

data.

2. One training sessions each year have been offered to SPCs; 

Executive Team collaboratively analyzes school goals and gives 

feedback to administrators; School Administrators collectively 

analyze schoolsô goals.

3. Continue to build the understanding of assessment literacy 

throughout the District.

3. Balanced assessment teams have been established at each 

secondary and middle school site.  These teams have been 

involved in assessment training through the Assessment Training 

Institute and are now sharing their understanding with their 

schools.

4. Actively pursue an Aboriginal Enhancement Agreement (EA) 

that addresses the needs of all Aboriginal learners.

4. LEA and EA are in progress. See attached summary.

5. Consider differentiating resources to meet the needs of those 

schools enrolling a significant percentage of vulnerable students.

5. We have created a high-needs matrix and have added additional 

support accordingly. Learning Assistance time has been increased 

for high needs schools; Middle Schools in high needs areas now 

have ñshelteredò Grade 7 programs; a Primary literacy 

intervention program is in place.

6. Continue to support the Literacy Project. 6. Embedded professional development in assessment of literacy 

and formative uses of evidence is ongoing.  Next year, coaching 

teams will work with all intermediate classroom teachers in 

reflecting upon and enhancing their literacy instructional 

practices. Smart Learning and balanced literacy models continue 

to inform this work. Also, the teachers from our primary 

intervention classes will visit schools in order to build the capacity 

of our classroom teachers in addressing the specific learning needs 

of vulnerable students. 

7.  Continue to support the Numeracy Project. 7. Fourteen First Steps in Mathematics facilitators have been 

trained to train teachers throughout the district; a Math Committee 

has been formed to provide support.

Response to the District Review:



In response to these challenges, some years ago primary teachers and district leadership worked together to shape 

and strengthen primary literacy instruction. As a consequence, our primary Reading results continue to be strong. 

This is true across demographics, with our Aboriginal students showing a steady increase on provincial 

expectations.

More recently, intermediate teachers have requested support in changing their literacy instructional practices. 

With a two-year emphasis on Smart Learning in upper elementary and middle school classrooms, we are 

beginning to see improvement in student achievement on district-level literacy assessments.

Our First Nations 12 implementation has also shown positive results. For both Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal 

groups, our final exam scores are significantly above provincial averages. Concurrent with this has been a steady 

increase in Aboriginal 6-year Dogwood completion rates.

Areas of Strength (see also Appendix B.1):



First Nation Local Education Agreements:

There are Local Education Agreements between the Chilliwack School District and nine First Nation 

communities. The Local Education Agreement describes the principles, goals, objectives, and obligations of the 

partners to the agreement. The agreement further specifies matters related to the curriculum development and 

implementation, assessment and placement of students, student behavior, cross-cultural awareness, 

communication processes, funding payment, access to additional resources and services, term and duration of 

the agreement, and dispute resolution. 

The current Local Education Agreements were first signed in 1998 and have by mutual agreement been extended 

each year.  Regular meetings involving the representatives from the nine First Nation communities who have 

Local Education Agreements with the Chilliwack Board of Education have been on-going since 2006. Our 

meetings have been directed to the development of an agreement that is responsive to the needs of students and 

parents in our communities, and which will guide the Chilliwack School District in providing for the education 

of First Nations students. 

We have completed a Local Education Agreement that has been presented to First Nation Chiefs and 

Councils and has been reviewed by the Superintendent of Schools and approved by the Board of School 

Trustees.  A signing ceremony took place for all parties to the agreement on June 8, 2009.

1.To increase Aboriginal studentsô sense of belonging at school.

2.To increase the quality of academic success of all Aboriginal students

3.To increase the respect and understanding of language, culture, governance and history of Sto:lo and Aboriginal 

people for all students in order to create a better sense of school and community belonging.

ÁThe linking of commitment statements and indicators of success for Goals 1 and 2

ÁThe development of strategies for Goal 1.

Rationale for Goals and Objectives



Objective 1.1:  To improve reading achievement of students in Kindergarten through Grade 3.

Currently, we assess Grades 1 - 3 reading achievement using the PM Benchmarks, the Performance Standards 

(DART), and the Grade 4 FSA. Across all measures and demographics, student achievement in reading has 

increased over the past 5 years. 

EDI data, however, indicates that an increasing proportion of children coming into Chilliwackôs schools are 

vulnerable academically. With this in mind, three schools piloted pre-Kindergarten oral language screening for the 

2007/2008 school year. At Central Community Elementary, 79% of pre-Ks fell into Stanines 1 ï4 on the 

Kindergarten Language Screening Test; at Watson, 43% were vulnerable; and at Promontory Community 

Elementary, 38% of students were screened as being vulnerable for difficulties with language and literacy. 

Ongoing oral language and literacy work in primary, then, is essential.

Further analysis indicates the following:

Overall Reading achievement increases from grade to grade:

G1 PM Benchmarks = 54% meeting (Level 15+)

G2 PM Benchmarks = 61% meeting (Level 21+)

G3 PM Benchmarks = 63% meeting (Level 25+)

G4 FSA (Rdg Comp: 3-pt scale) = 76% meeting/exceeding over past 5 years.

Goal One: We will improve the academic achievement of each student.

This goal addresses 07/08 Board Goals:

#2. To improve literacy and learning for pre-school-aged students and school-aged students and adults.

#3. To ensure that every student is meeting grade level outcomes by Grade 4.

Rationale for Objective 1.1



Boysô reading comprehension falls below girls, but is improving: 

(DART 3: 4-pt scale) 52% fully meeting/exceeding over past 5 years.

(DART 3: 4-pt scale) 58% fully meeting/exceeding in April 2008.

(FSA 4: 3-pt scale) 75% meeting/exceeding over past 5 years.

Girlsô reading comprehension is continuing to improve:

(DART 3) 58% fully meeting/exceeding over past 5 years.

(DART 3) 65% fully meeting/exceeding in April 2008.

(FSA 4) 78% meeting/exceeding over past 5 years.

Aboriginal studentsô reading comprehension is improving. Further support is needed, however, particularly 

for the boys:

(DART 3 - Overall) 46% fully meeting/exceeding in April 2008.

(DART 3 ïBoys) 40% fully meeting/exceeding in April 2008.

(DART 3 ïGirls) 51% fully meeting/exceeding in April 2008.

(FSA 4) 63% meeting/exceeding over past 5 years.

Objective 1.2: To improve achievement of students in Grades 3 through 10.

Analysis of historical evidence (Ò2007) reveals a steady decline in student achievement from Grades 4 through 

9, across demographics, by cohort, by subject, and by grade over time. We see this through both our DART and 

FSA, and through our transition rates.

Cohort analysis demonstrates that slightly more of these students were at least minimally meeting in Grade 

6 than in Grade 3, while almost as many were fully meeting or exceeding expectations. This is an 

encouraging indicator of change.

Objective 1.3: To improve the academic achievement of students in Grades 10 through 12.

Our students have shown success in several areas of the secondary curriculum: Pass rates in Math 10 Essentials, 

Science 10, Social Studies 11, First Nations 12 (Pass and C+ rates), English 12, and Communications 12 are at or 

above provincial averages. Aboriginal results in Mathematics Essentials 10, Science 10, First Nations 12, Social 

Studies 11, Communications 12, and English 12 are at or above provincial averages, with Aboriginal results for 

First Nations 12 being equal to provincial levels for non-Aboriginals and overall results being significantly above 

provincial averages. 

The above analysis of evidence indicates that those students who write provincial exams are quite successful in 

passing. Our ñC+ or betterò rates, however, tend to fall below provincial averages. Furthermore, initial cohort 

analysis suggests that many of our vulnerable students may not be writing in their cohort year; further tracking and 

analysis are necessary in order to confirm and inform this initial observation.

Rationale for Objective 1.3



Objective 2.1: To increase grade-to-grade transition rates in grades 7 to 8, 8 to 9, 9 to 10, 10 to 11, and 11 to 12.

At grade 6, transition rates are at provincial average; this is true for all student groups. At grades 7 to 9, transition rates 

are about 5% below provincial averages; boys are slightly lower than girls at 7/8 and 8/9.

Chilliwack falls below other Fraser Valley districts in 8/9 and 9/10 transitions.

In relation to provincial transition rates for students of Aboriginal heritage, our studentsô rates improve from grades 7 

through 11: at grade 7, we are below provincial average while at grade 11, we are above. Transition rates for students of 

Aboriginal heritage are below those of non-Aboriginal students.

*The data around transition rates from 11 to 12 is not meaningful as we do not have a consistent way of reporting Grade 

12 students. This is an area we will be addressing.

Historically, our grade-to-grade transition rates for students with special needs have been low; this improved in 06/07. 

Grades 7/8 and 8/9 transitions for students with special needs are still significantly below both provincial and district 

averages for typical students.

Analysis of qualitative evidence indicates that, in addition to academic challenges, our most vulnerable students are 

struggling with issues of social responsibility. In order to increase their chances of success, behaviour support is 

necessary.

Goal Two: Parents, staff, and community members will collaborate in building and enhancing systems and 

networks of support so that each student will be a successful graduate prepared for opportunities beyond 

graduation.

This goal addresses 07/08 Board Goals:

#4. To increase secondary school completion rates for all learners.

#5. To develop information and communication networks that promote a culture of inclusion, collaboration, ongoing 

learning, and partnership with parents and the community.

Rationale for Objective 2.1



Objective 2.2: To increase 6-year school completion rates.

Longitudinal data show that completion dipped slightly through 2003-2006, then increased slightly in 2006/07. Of 

greater significance is the fact that the provincial average is considerably higher across all the longitudinal data, 

which is a cause for some concern despite the latest surge in local figures.

Over the longitudinal data from 2002, boys have consistently been less successful than girls in completing their 

graduation within the 6-year envelope. The 06/07 figures are the best of the group and there is a perceptible 

upward trend from the low in 04/05. Once again, the data are significantly lower than provincial rates.

The graduation rates for Aboriginal students in comparison with provincial figures are encouraging. There has 

been a rise from 2003 and steady maintenance at almost exactly the provincial average over the past three years. 

Local Aboriginal male/female results are consistent with provincial figures; Aboriginal boys are graduating at a 

lower rate than the girls. However, there is still room for improvement as the rates, at an average over the last three 

years of 50%, are still notably lower than for non-Aboriginal students who are graduating at an average of about 

77%.

With an average graduation rate of 3% per year over the past five years, the number of students graduating from 

The Education Centre is a cause for concern. A review of practices related to referral and support is in order.

At 20%, the 6-year completion rate for cognitively typical students designated as requiring special education is 

23% below provincial average.
